Russia has by far the largest coal reserves among the former Soviet
republics. The biggest fields lie in the remote Tunguska and Lena basins of East
Siberia and the Far East, but these are largely untapped, and the bulk of output
comes from more southerly fields along the Trans-Siberian Railroad. About three-
fourths of Russia’s coal is produced in Siberia. The production of hard coal in the
European section is mainly in the eastern Donets Basin and, in the Arctic, in the
Pechora Basin around Vorkuta.

The Russian Federation is one of the world’s leading producers of oil and
natural gas. The great bulk of the supply comes from the huge fields that underlie
the northern part of the West Siberia region. Another significant source is from the
Volga-Ural zone, and the remainder is derived mainly from the Komi-Ukhta field
(North region).

Much of the fuel produced in Russia is converted to electricity, about three-
fourths of which is generated in thermal stations; some two-thirds of thermal
generation is from oil and gas. Most of the hydroelectricity comes from huge
stations on the VVolga, Kama, Ob, Yenisei, Angara, and Zeya rivers. Nuclear power
production expanded rapidly before development was checked by the Chernobyl
accident. Much of Siberia’s electricity output is transmitted to the European region
along high-voltage lines.

Russia produces large quantities of iron ore, mainly from the Kursk
Magnetic Anomaly (Central Black Earth region), Kola Peninsula, Urals, and
Siberia. The largest steel-producing plants are located mainly in the Urals, Central
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Black Earth region, and Kuznetsk Basin, but there is some steel production in
every economic region.

Non-ferrous metals are available in great variety from many districts, but by
far the most important are those of the Ural region, which is the republic’s main
centre of nonferrous metallurgy. Russia is a major producer of cobalt, chrome,
copper, gold, lead, manganese, nickel, platinum, tungsten, vanadium, and zinc. The
country produces much of its aluminum from plants powered by the Siberian
hydroelectric stations, but bauxite deposits are relatively meagre.

The government of Russia consists of three parts - legislative, executive and
judicial. They work in the regime of checks and balances. Federal Assembly has all
the legislative power in the country. It consists of the Council of Federation and the
Duma. The Council of Federation is formed of the heads of the regions. The Duma
is elected by the population.

The Duma examines and discusses different bills. The bill must be approved
by the Duma and the Council of Federation and signed by the President. Then it
becomes a law.

The executive power belongs to the Government. The judicial power is
vested on the judges of the Supreme and the Constitutional Courts.

Moscow is the capital and largest city of Russia. It is also the capital of
Moscow region, and it stands on the Moskva River. Moscow is the economic,
political and cultural centre of Russia. Railways and numerous airlines link the city
with all parts of Russia. Navigable waterways, including the Moscow Canal,
Moskva River, and Volga-Don Canal, make the port areas of the city directly
accessible to shipping from the Baltic, White, Black, and Caspian seas and the Sea
of Azov. The prince Yuri Dolgoruky founded Moscow in 1147,

Moscow covers an area of about 880 sg.km. Concentric boulevards divide
the city into several sections. At the centre of the concentric circles (and
semicircles) are the Kremlin, the former governmental seat of Russia, and adjacent
Red Square, which form the centre of a radial street pattern. Moscow has a modern
underground system famous for its marble-walled stations.

Situated on the north bank of the Moskva River, the Kremlin is the dominant
landmark of Moscow. A stone wall, up to 21 m in height and 19 towers, surrounds
this triangular complex of former palaces, cathedrals, and other monuments of
tsarist times, some of them dating from the Middle Ages. The Great Kremlin
Palace, com-pleted in 1849, is the most imposing structure within the Kremlin.
Other notable Kremlin palaces are the Granovitaya Palace (1491) and the Terem
(1636).

Moscow is a scientific and cultural center with a lot of institutes,
universities, libraries and museums. The city leads a vast cultural life. It has a lot
of cinemas, clubs, concert halls, more than 40 drama and musical theatres,
including the Bolshoi Theatre, the Art Theatre, the Maly Theatre, the VVakhtangov
Theatre. Muscovites are proud of their museums: the Tretyakov Art Gallery, the A.
S. Pushkin Museum of Fine Arts and the State Historical Museum. Crowds of
people visit Tretyakov Gallery admiring beautiful pictures of Russian painters.

There are a lot of big plants and factories in Moscow. Among the products
are aircraft, high-quality steel, ball bearings, cars and other motor vehicles,
machine tools, electrical equipment, precision instruments, chemicals, textiles,
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shoes, paper, furniture. Food processing, printing, and the repair of rail equipment
are important industries.

Among many cathedrals, now used mainly as museums, are the Cathedral of
the Assumption (Ycmenus) and the Archangel Cathedral, each with five gilded
domes, and the Cathedral of the Annunciation (bnarosemenus) (13th-14th
century), with nine gilded domes. Another landmark of the Kremlin is the Tower
of lvan the Great, a bell tower 98 m high. On a nearby pedestal is the Tsar's Bell
(nearly 200 tons), one of the largest in the world. A recent addition to the Kremlin
is the Palace of Congresses, completed in 1961. In this huge modern building were
held meetings of the Supreme Soviet of the USSR and congresses of the
Communist party of the Soviet Union; theatrical and other artistic performances
have been held here as well.

St Basil's Cathedral, famous for its unique architecture and coloured domes,
stands at one end of Red Square and at the other end there is Historical Museum.
St. Basil's Cathedral, a masterpiece of Russian architecture was built in 1561 to
celebrate Russian victory over Kazan kingdom.

One of the best-known sections of Moscow is the Kitaigorod (Chinese City),
the ancient commercial quarter lying to the east of the Kremlin. This section is now
the site of many government office buildings. Other points of interest in Moscow
include the Central Lenin Stadium, comprising about 130 buildings for various
sports and the tall Ostankino TV tower, which contains a revolving restaurant and
an observation platform.

The Kremlin and Red Square are in the center of Moscow. The Kremlin has
a red brick wall, up to 21 m in height with 19 towers that surrounds palaces,
cathedrals, monuments. The Great Kremlin Palace, built in 1849, is the most
impressive structure inside the Kremlin. Other famous Kremlin palaces are the
Granovitaya Palace (built in 1491) and the Terem (built in 1636).

Moscow has a modern railway underground system (Metro) famous for its
marble-walled stations.

Secondary education is compulsory in our country. All children begin school
at the age of six or seven and study at school until they have completed 9 years of
schooling. After that they may continue their secondary education at different
kinds of schools. Many pupils attend senior forms of a general 11-year school;
others enter a trade school or go to work and study at evening schools.
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Besides regular general schools there are other types of secondary schools in
Russia. They have different curricula depending on the type of school. In some of
them two or more foreign languages are taught, in others much attention is given to
the humanities or the natural and exact sciences. There are also specialized Aurt,
Music, Ballet and Sport schools for gifted children and special schools for
handicapped children. Among the new types of schools are Gymnasia and
Lyceums. In some of them the education must be paid for. Private schools were
also established in our country. There are technical and vocational secondary
schools called colleges.

As for pre-school institutions we have nurseries for children under 3 and
kindergartens for children under 3 to 6.

In the first three years of schooling most of the time is devoted to reading,
writing and mathematics. In the senior forms the required subjects taught in all
schools are Mathematics, Russian, Physics, Chemistry, Geography, History,
Biology, Foreign Languages, Physical Training, Drawing, Ethics and Psychology
of Family Life, Principles of Computer Science.

Usually pupils take examinations at the end of the 9-th and 11-th forms. But
in some schools they are to take exams every academic year.

There are different kinds of higher educational institutions in our country:
universities, politechnical institutes, specialized institutes and academies. They
accept everybody who has finished a secondary school and passed the entrance
examinations successfully.

Teachers are trained at teachers’ training institutes and universities. There
are specialized pedagogical colleges which prepare educators for pre-schools
institutions.

There are more than 10 higher educational institutions in Volgograd. The
most popular of them are Volgograd State University, Volgograd State
Agricultural Academy, Volgograd State Pedagogical University, Technical
University, Medical Academy, State Service Academy, Law Academy and others.

Russian Holidays and Traditions

Each single country has its unique customs and traditions. | am going to tell
you about some celebrations and traditions in Russia.

Russians really love holidays due to the wide Russian soul. We usually spend them
with a lot of delicious food, gifts and in a friendly atmosphere of relatives and
mates.

There are three different kinds of holidays in our country. They are family
holidays, religious holidays and state holidays. | will tell you about family holidays
first. They include birthdays, weddings, anniversaries and others. In each family
there are their own traditions of celebrating. For instance, my family celebrates my
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birthday within two days. On the first day | celebrate it with my parents and
grandparents. The second day | celebrate it only in a company of my close friends.
They usually congratulate me and arrange a lot of surprises.

State or public holidays in Russia consist of Constitution Day, New Year's
Day, the International Women's Day, May Day, Victory Day, Russia Day. During
these holidays, people have vacation days. They spend time with their lovable
families and friends or go downtown to celebrate there. Banks, companies and
some stores do not work on these days either.

The New Year's Day is the foundational event among Russians. We put up a
New Year fir-tree and decorate it with rainbow lights and balls.

The biggest fir-tree of the country is put up in the Red Square in Moscow.
Tiny fir-trees are put up in shop windows, in streets and squares, even on roofs of
buildings. Both children and adults enjoy this celebration very much. Children are
allowed to stay awake until the morning and get their presents.

When it is only five minutes to midnight on December, 31, all relatives
usually sit altogether in front of the TV and watch the president's conventional
speech. As soon as the minute hand of the main clock on the Kremlin tower shows
midnight, people congratulate each other with the New Year and drink special
beverage - champagne. After that there is the time for gifts. After the whole
amount of gifts are presented, Russians have fun, eat, drink, and play games during
the night till the sunrise.

Victory Day is the most significant and sacred holiday through all Russian
history. This is the day for remembering those who defended our country from the
German occupiers during World War Il. A grand parade is going to be on this day
in Red Square every year. Numerous patriotic war movies are shown on television.
This is a special day for veterans and every child and adult congratulates them with
a lot of flowers and presents.

Religious holidays include Christmas, Easter and others. There is also a
pagan holiday - Shrovetide (Pancake Day). As a rule, these holidays are not
official, so people usually ought to be at work or school. At Shrovetide, people see
spring coming, eat pancakes and burn scarecrows, which symbolizes evil force of
winter.

Nowadays foreign celebrations, like Halloween and St. Valentine's Day, are
becoming familiar to Russians. On Halloween almost all clubs organize fancy
dress parties. St. Valentine's Day is mostly popular among young people. They
usually prepare some presents for their girlfriends and boyfriends such as bars of
chocolate and boxes of sweets and make postcards in the shape of a heart.

Dmitry lvanovich Mendeleyev is a famous Russian chemist. He is best known
for his development of the periodic table of the properties of the chemical elements.
This table displays that elements' properties are changed periodically when they are
arranged according to atomic weight.

Mendeleyev was born in 1834 in Tobolsk, Siberia. He studied chemistry at the
University of St. Petersburg, and in 1859 he was sent to study at the University of
Heidelberg. Mendeleyev returned to St. Petersburg and became Professor of
Chemistry at the Technical Institute in 1863. He became Professor of General
Chemistry at the University of St. Petersburg in 1866. Mendeleyev was a well-
known teacher, and, because there was no good textbook in chemistry at that time,
he wrote the two-volume «Principles of Chemistry» which became a classic
textbook in chemistry.

In this book Mendeleyev tried to classify the elements according to their
chemical properties. In 1869 he published his first version of his periodic table of
elements. In 1871 he published an improved version of the periodic table, in which
he left gaps for elements that were not known at that time. His table and theories
were proved later when three predicted elements: gallium, germanium, and
scandium were discovered.

Mendeleyev investigated the chemical theory of solution. He investigated the
thermal expansion of liquids and the nature of petroleum.

In 1893 he became director of the Bureau of Weights and Measures in St.
Petersburg and held this position until his death in 1907.

Metals are materials most widely used in industry because of their properties.
The study of the production and properties of metals is known as metallurgy.

The separation between the atoms in metals is small, so most metals are
dense. The atoms are arranged regularly and can slide over each other. That is
why metals are malleable (can be deformed and bent without fracture) and
ductile (can be drawn into wire). Metals vary greatly in their properties. For
example, lead is soft and can be bent by hand, while iron can only be worked by
hammering at red heat.

The regular arrangement of atoms in metals gives them a crystalline structure.
Irregular crystals are called grains. The properties of the metals depend on the
size, shape, orientation, and composition of these grains. In general, a metal with
small grains will be harder and stronger than one with coarse grains.

Heat treatment such as quenching, tempering, or annealing controls the
nature of the grains and their size in the metal. Small amounts of other metals (less
than 1 per cent) are often added to a pure metal. This is called alloying
(meruposanme) and it changes the grain structure and properties of metals.

All metals can be formed by drawing, rolling, hammering and extrusion, but
some require hot-working. Metals are subject to metal fatigue and to creep (the
slow increase in length under stress) causing deformation and failure. Both effects
are taken into account by engineers when designing, for example, airplanes, gas-
turbines, and pressure vessels for high-temperature chemical processes. Metals can
be worked using machine-tools such as lathe, milling machine, shaper and
grinder.

The ways of working a metal depend on its properties. Many metals can be
melted and cast in moulds, but special conditions are required for metals that
react with air.

The properties of metals can be grouped into certain categories. The major
categories to be considered are:

a) chemical properties that are material characteristics which relate to the structure
of a material and its formation out of the elements; these properties are usually
measured in a chemical laboratory and they cannot be determined by visual
observations.

b) physical properties such as colour, density, crystal structure, electrical and heat
conductivity, etc. Physical properties are characteristics of materials that pertain to
the interaction of these materials with various forms of energy and with other

forms of matter.
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¢) mechanical properties that are of foremost importance in selecting materials for
structural machine components.

The mechanical properties of the metals are those which are associated with the
ability of the material to resist mechanical forces and load. These mechanical
properties of the metal include strength, stiffness, elasticity, plasticity, ductility,
brittleness, malleability, toughness, resilience, creep and hardness.

1. Strength. It is the ability of a material to resist the externally applied forces
without breaking or yielding. The internal resistance offered by a part to an
externally applied force is called stress.

2. Stiffness. It is the ability of a material to resist deformation under stress. The
modulus of elasticity is the measure of stiffness.

3. Elasticity. It is the property of a material to regain its original shape after
deformation when the external forces are removed. This property is desirable for
materials used in tools and machines. It may be noted that steel is more elastic than
rubber.

4. Plasticity. It is the property of a material which retains the deformation produced
under load permanently. This property of the material is necessary for forgings, in
stamping images on coins and in ornamental work.

5. Ductility. It is the property of a material enabling it to be drawn into wire with
the application of a tensile force. A ductile material must be both strong and
plastic. The ductility is usually measured by the terms, percentage elongation and
percentage reduction in area. The ductile materials commonly used in engineering
practice (in order of diminishing ductility) are mild steel, copper, aluminum,
nickel, zinc, tin and lead.

6. Brittleness. It is the property of a material opposite to ductility. It is the property
of breaking of a material with little permanent distortion. Brittle materials when
subjected to tensile loads, snap off without giving any sensible elongation. Cast
iron is a brittle material.

7. Malleability. It is a special case of ductility which permits materials to be rolled
or hammered into thin sheets. A malleable material should be plastic but it is not
essential to be so strong. The malleable materials commonly used in engineering
practice (in order of diminishing malleability) are lead, soft steel, wrought iron,
copper and aluminum.

8. Toughness. It is the property of a material to resist fracture due to high impact
loads like hammer blows. The toughness of the material decreases when it is
heated. It is measured by the amount of energy that a unit volume of the material
has absorbed after being stressed up to the point of fracture. This property is
desirable in parts subjected to shock and impact loads.

9. Machinability. It is the property of a material which refers to a relative case with
which a material can be cut. The machinability of a material can be measured in a
number of ways such as comparing the tool life for cutting different materials or
thrust required to remove the material at some given rate or the energy required to
remove a unit volume of the material. It may be noted that brass can be more easily
machined than steel.
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10. Resilience. It is the property of a material to absorb energy and to resist shock
and impact loads. It is measured by the amount of energy absorbed per unit volume
within elastic limit. This property is essential for spring materials.
11. Creep. When a part is subjected to a constant stress at high temperature for a
long period of time, it will undergo a slow and permanent deformation called
creep. This property is considered in designing internal combustion engines,
boilers and turbines.
12. Fatigue. When a material is subjected to repeated stresses, it fails at stresses
below the yield point stresses. Such type of failure of a material is known as
*fatigue. The failure is caused by means of a progressive crack formation which
are usually fine and of microscopic size. This property is considered in designing
shafts, connecting rods, springs, gears, etc.

It is a very important property of the metals and has a wide variety
of meanings. It embraces many different properties such as resistance to wear,
scratching, deformation and machinability etc. It also means the ability of a metal
to cut another metal.

Norilsk is situated 250 miles north of the Arctic Circle. The cold period
extends for about 280 days per year, with more than 130 days featuring
snowstorms. Norilsk has the largest deposits of nickel, copper and palladium on
Earth and its mines are thriving.

Today, Norilsk after Murmansk is the northernmost city on Earth and still a
place of extremes. The average temperature is -10C, reaching -55°C in the endless
winter. There are two whole months of polar night, when people endure near total
darkness, and Norilsk is encased in snow for eight to nine months a year. Despite
this, the city now has 178,000 residents.

It is, for obvious reasons, an indoor place of sports and shopping centres and
social gatherings in apartments. Children are often forced to spend several months
indoors. So, the city has large buildings where people can enjoy outdoor activities
like cycling and running, even during the winter. During cold spells, a convoy of
15 to 20 buses transport workers around. If one bus breaks down, the passengers
can be evacuated to another bus. This column circulates three times a day.

Norilsk was first settled in the early 1900s after the discovery of rich mineral
deposits, formed 250million years ago, at the foot of the Putorana Mountains.

In 1935, the USSR started constructing a metallurgical complex to extract
the minerals and with this came 500,000 prisoners, condemned to a living death in
the Arctic wasteland. The Soviet Union collapsed in 1991 but the city thrived and
Norilsk Nickel is now the world leader in production of nickel and palladium. It
brings in two per cent of the Russian GDP.

MMC Norilsk Nickel enterprises are located not only in various regions of
our country, but also in other countries, each being unique and amazing.

The Taimyr (Dolgano-Nenets) Autonomous District is entirely located
beyond the Polar Circle. That is why the main division of MMC Norilsk Nickel,
located on the Taimyr Peninsula, is called the Polar Division.

It is not accidental that Taimyr is called a Treasure Peninsula. It ranks fifth
among the richest regions of our country by concentration of mineral resources in
its depths: platinoids, gold, diamonds, nickel, copper, rhodium, niobium, coal. Qil,
gas and gas-condensate reservoirs have been explored here. Norilsk fields of
copper-nickel ores are the main wealth. There are also copper-molibdenum and
apatite-magnetite ores, bauxites, niobium and rare-earth metals (cerium,
lanthanum), as well as precious stones - calcedony, onyx, agate, chrysolite,
kyanite, amazone-stone, nephrite, sapphirine. There is also black chalk, boracium
and technical diamonds fields here.

Taimyr strikes you with its size: almost 1,000 km from the East to the West
and equal distance from the North to the South. As far as the eye can reach, there is
endless tundra, the feeling of unseen, really space-like wide. The ancient
mountains Byrranga, spread over hundreds of kilometers. The legends of nganasan,
the native population of Taimyr, say that a mythical land of the dead is located
there.

Mikhail Lomonosov

He was born near Kholmogory, in a town in northern Russia. His mother,
Elena, was the daughter of a deacon, and his father a merchant of peasant origins.
When Lomonosov was 10 years old, he began sea-fishing, he learned to observe
the phenomena of nature and remained more interested in academics. In 1731 he
traveled to Moscow and gained admission to the Slavo-Greco-Latin Academy by
pretending to be a nobleman’s son.

Lomonosov’s intellectual promise rapidly became clear. In 1736 he was

one of 12 students chosen to enroll in the new University of St. Petersburg. He then

attended universities in Marburg and Freiburg to study mathematics, chemistry,
metallurgy, and related subjects. In 1740 he married Elizabeth Zilch in Marburg.
After returning to St. Petersburg the following year, he received a post at the
Russian Academy of Sciences, where he remained for the rest of his career.

He wrote magnificent verge, which greatly, influenced later Russian poetry.
A great Russian poet Pushkin said about him: "Lomonosov founded the first
Russian University, and he himself was our first University.”

Lomonosov was brought up by Russia, he devoted all his life to Russia and
to Russia he gave all his energy and knowledge.

The new group of building, associated with the existing engineering
building, provides workshops and laboratories for electrical and structural
engineering and new teaching staff accommodation for the whole department.

The side, on the edge of the Braid Hills, falls some 15ft. from south-west to
north-east. This makes an enclosure for the students' common room on the lower
ground floor.

A light steel and glass bridge allows heavy demonstration material to be
wheeled into the theatre from the workshops a change in level.

The general idea of the plan is to separate the functions in separated but
linked buildings. These buildings also vary appropriately in their structural system,
e.g., the laboratory and drawing office unit is in exposed welded steel, lightly clad
in plywood and aluminium, and easily adaptable and expendable; the five- storeyed
library and staff room unit is in a reinforced (partly pre-stressed) concrete frame,
clad on the ends with mosaic-lined brick and in the window spandrels with grey
stove-enamelled insulated panels; the classroom unit has structural brick party
walls. The use of constantly proportioned aluminium windows throughout assists
the unity of the group. As befits an engineering building, the structural system is
everywhere apparent; the plastic form of the concrete theatre and the mathematical
elegance of the bridge symbolize the range of modern structural engineering in
partnership with architecture.

Mikhail Vasilievych Lomonosov, a great Russian scientist and poet, was
born in 1711 in a small village situated near the town of Kholmogori. Now the
village is called Lomonosovo after the great man who was born there.
Lomonosov's father was a fisherman. At an early age Lomonosov began to help his
father in his work.

Since his childhood the boy was always eager to learn. When quite a boy, he
left his native place and went to Moscow on foot, having no money to pay the fare.
He managed to enter a school in Moscow where he studied for five years. As
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Lomonosov was extremely talented, he was one of the best twelve pupils sent to
St. Petersburg to study at the Gymnasium of the Academy of Sciences.

In 1736 the Academy of Sciences sent him abroad to study. He came back to
Petersburg in 1741 and began his scientific work. Four years later Lomonosov was
made an academician and appointed a professor of chemistry.

During the last years of his life Lomonosov was the Rector of St. Petersburg
University. He was also the founder of Moscow University which is now called
after him. Being one of the oldest and largest institutions of higher education in
Russia, Moscow State University has always played a prominent part in the
development of Russian science and culture.

Lomonosov was one of the most educated men in Europe. He was an
outstanding innovator both in humanities and sciences. He wrote many books on
various problems of sciences, engineering and culture. In fact, he was the father of
Russian science. Lomonosov helped to found the University of Moscow in 1755.
For versatility Lomonosov has no equal in Russian science. He was the first to
discover the vegetable origin of coal. And as a poet and scientist he played a great
role in the formation of the Russian literary language.

The Russian Federation is set up by the Constitution of 1993. Under the
Constitution Russia is a Presidential Republic. The Federal Government consists of
three brunches: legislative, executive and judicial. Each of them is checked and
balanced by the President.

The legislative power is vested in the Federal Assembly. It consists of two
chambers. The Upper Chamber is the Council of Federation; the Lower Chamber is
the State Duma. Each chamber is headed by the Speaker. To become a law a bill
must be approved by both Chambers and signed by the President. The President
may veto the bill.

The President is commander-in-chief of the armed forces, he makes treaties,
enforces laws, appoints ministers to be approved by the Federal Assembly. The
executive power belongs to the Government which is headed by the Prime
Minister. The first action of the Prime Minister on appointment is to form the
Cabinet.

The judicial branch is represented by the Constitutional Court, the Supreme
Court and the regional courts. The members of the Federal Assembly are elected
by popular vote for a four-year period.

Today the State symbol of Russia is a three-coloured banner. It has three
horizontal stripes: white, blue and red. The white stripe symbolizes the earth, the
blue one stands for the sky, and the red one symbolizes liberty. It was the first state
symbol that replaced the former symbols in 1991. A New National emblem is a
two-headed eagle. It is the most ancient symbol of Russia.

Mankind has used metals for centuries in gradually increasing quantities but
only now they are employed in really great quantities. Today we know more than
seventy metals, the majority of which are used in industry. Of all the metals iron is
the most important one. Absolutely pure iron is never prepared except for
laboratory purposes. The irons and steels in use today are really alloys of iron,
carbon and other substances. They can be made elastic, tough, hard, or
comparatively soft.
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Mechanical properties of metals are the result of their atomic structure. They
include hardness, ductility and malleability which are of special importance in
engineering.

Ductility is the capacity of a metal to be permanently deformed in tension
without breaking. Malleability is the capacity of a metal to be permanently
deformed by compression without rupture. These properties are similar to each
other but not the same. Most metals increase these properties at higher
temperatures.

The strength of a metal is the property of resistance to external loads and
stresses. These mechanical properties are of great importance in industrial purposes
because all parts and units made of iron and steel must meet up-to-date demands.
Ferrous metals consist of iron combined with carbon, silicon and other elements.
But carbon is the most important element in ferrous alloys.

Ferrous metals are used in industry in two forms: steel and cast iron, which

differ in the quantity of carbon content. Alloys consist of a simple metal combined
with some other element. Steel is a ferrous material having some carbon content.
There are two kinds of steel: carbon steel and alloy steels. Carbon steel should
contain only iron and carbon without any other alloying element.
Alloy steels are those in which in addition to carbon an alloying element is present.
These alloying elements have an effect on the properties of steel. They increase its
strength and hardness, for example, high percentage of chromium makes steel rust-
resistant, and we call it "stainless steel".

The engine lathe is the most commonly used machine-tool. It is used for
great variety of metal operations, such as turning, drilling, screw cutting and many
others. The principal units of the lathe are the bed, the headstock, the tailstock and
the carriage with the apron. The bed is the base of any machine-tool and it is made
of grey iron casting on which the saddle and the tailstock slide along special” guide
ways. The headstock is also located and bolted on the bed. The headstock contains
the spindle and the speed gearbox. The spindle is the part of the machine to which
power is applied to rotate the work. The changing of the spindle speed is effected
by levers. The tailstock consists of a casting fitted to the bed. The function of the
tailstock is to support one end of the work turned between centers and to mount the
tools. The carriage of the lathe, which carries the tool, is made up of two principal
parts: the saddle and the apron. The saddle travels along the guide ways of the bed.
The apron represents the front wall of the carriage. On the front of the apron are
mounted the handles and levers by which the actions of the tool are controlled.

This universal grinder is designed for grinding cylindrical holes and faces of
workpieces. It is widely used for lot production in various types of machine
building plants. Machines of this type are of very massive construction, but they
are designed in such a way that they can be operated as easily as machines of
smaller sizes. They are hydraulically operated and controlled by a single lever
located at the front end of the machine. This single lever controls all functions of

the machine including all movements of the wheel slide, cross-feed, starting and
stopping the work of the spindle. The wheel spindle is driven by a V-belt from a
motor located on a bracket on the wheel slide. The cross-feed for the wheel slide is
operated by a hydraulic unit. The wheel head is clamped on the top surface of the
table. When setting up the grinder, the wheel head can be adjusted in a longitudinal
direction to suit the length of the workpiece.
