Mikhail Lomonosov (1711-1765)

In the winter of 1730 a string of horse-drawn sleighs
was driving to Moscow. The sleighs had travelled over two
thousand kilometers. The drivers had brought fish from the
village of Kholmogory. In one of those sleighs there was a
tall nineteen-year-old youth Mikhail Lomonosov, the son of
a fisherman.

The lad had left his home against his father's will and
had come to Moscow because he was determined to study. He
managed to obtain lodgings at the house of a minor official
who had once been to Kholmogory on business. He was a
strong youth and could do all sorts of work. Lomonosov man-
aged to enter the Slavonic-Greco-Latin Academy. True, it
trained young men for the church, but Lomonosov did not
care. The main thing was to study...

In 1735 Lomonosov was sent to St. Petersburg to study
at the University of the Academy of Sciences, founded by Pe-
ter the Great. This, at last, gave him the chance to study sci-

ences in Russia and then in Germany. In a period of ten years
Lomonosov worked up his way from a student to a professor,
and a fellow of the Academy. His fame as the most talented
Russian man of science began to spread.

A scientist of encyclopedic knowledge, he was the
founder of modern research in Russia in many sciences: in
chemistry, physics, natural science, philosophy, pedagogics.
As a poet he laid the foundations of the contemporary Rus-
sian literary language. He was the founder of Moscow Univer-
sity, the fighter against foreign domination in Russia.

Lomonosov has lived a short life. He was born in 1711
and died in 1765. But even a brief review of what he accom-
plished in science is impressive. And our country will always
remember him.

TEXT 1C
Education in Russia

Ancient Rus was one of the early feudal states and held
a leading place in the world history. The Slavonic written lan-
guage came to Rus from Bulgaria in the 9t century. Between
the 10th and 13th centuries the Russians developed a high
civilization, which formed the foundation of the Russian cul-
ture in the following centuries. During this period numerous
cultural treasures were accumulated. The written works of
the time show that the level of knowledge on most natural
phenomena was as high as that of Ancient Greece.

Monasteries were cultural and educational centres. They
had large libraries and well-equipped book-making shops, in
which not only church manuscripts were copied and translated
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but original books were written. Today we can confidently say
that Ancient Rus was a state of high culture and knowledge.

In pre-revolutionary Russia there was a network of pri-
mary schools for common people. Nevertheless illiteracy
among common people was very high. Well-off people taught
their children in grammar schools, commercial schools or
secondary schools teaching no classic subjects.

There were also schools for nobles only. Entrance to
those schools was limited. For example, at lycee where
A.S. Pushkin studied there were from thirty to one hundred
pupils. Only boys at the age of 10 or 12 from noble families of
high rank were admitted and studied there for six years. They
were taught many different subjects. The most important
were Russian literature, history, geography, mathematics,
physics, logic, law, rhetoric and such foreign languages as
French, English, German and Latin. Great attention was paid
to different arts and physical training: riding, swimming,
fencing and dancing. The aim of this school was to bring up
intelligent people in the broad sense of the word. Those who
graduated from such educational institutions usually entered
the service of their country to realize their abilities and
knowledge to the benefit of their state.

The history of higher education in Russia goes back to
1755 when the first University was founded in Moscow on the
initiative of M.V. Lomonosov and in accordance with his plan.
Later, universities were opened in many other big cities of the
country.

After the revolution in 1917, education was guaranteed to
Soviet citizens by the Constitution and was free of charge, in-
cluding higher education. Teaching at schools was conducted
in almost all national languages. The system of education was
the same throughout the country. School attendance was
compulsory for pupils between 7 and 15. Those who completed
their secondary education and passed entrance examinations
to higher education establishments received monthly grants if
they did not fail the examinations that they took at the end of
each term. Higher education lasted five years.

In 1991 new curriculums were introduced in schools
such as "The World Around Us" for younger students and
"Fundamentals of Information Science and Computer Engi-
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neering" for senior students. Along with state schools where
education is free of charge, there appeared many private
schools, colleges, lycees, gymnasiums and different courses
where students can study sciences and humanities including
foreign languages.

When you speak the sound waves (3ByKOBbIe BOAHBI)
travel through the air at the rate of 1200 feet per second. In a
normal conversation the hearer really hears only about 50%
of the sounds produced by the speaker. That explains why
foreign languages are often easier to speak than to under-
stand. Recording instruments show that no two native speak-
ers of a language pronounce any word or sound of that lan-
guage alike. There is always some difference between your
pronunciation and that of another speaker and this enables
us to recognize a person by his pronunciation.

TEXT 2A
Schooling in england

Every child in Great Britain between the ages of five and
sixteen years must attend school. There are three main types of
educational institutions: primary schools, secondary schools and
universities. State schools are free and attendance is compulso-
ry. Morning school begins at nine o'clock and lasts for three
hours until twelve o'clock noon. Afternoon school begins at
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two o'clock and lasts for two and a half hours until half-past
four. School is open five days a week. On Saturdays and Sun-
days there are no lessons.

In the primary schools, where children study from five to
eleven years, pupils learn to read, write and do simple arithmetic.
In addition, the children draw, paint, model and sing. The
first two years of the primary school are called the Infant
school (mkoaa gag maabriieii).

Then the pupils are transferred to the Junior school
(HagyaabHasa mIKoaa aad aeteit ot 7 mo 11 aet) which is usually
situated in another section of the same building. At seven they
begin to study English, history, geography, nature study, music
and others. At the age of eleven the pupils finish the primary
school and continue their education at one of the secondary
schools: Modern, Technical, Grammar or Comprehensive school.

The Secondary Modern School (cpemusis coBpemMeHHas
mKoaa) is attended by pupils between the ages of eleven and
sixteen. It is a state school with a practical trend. It has such
courses as secretarial, trade and commerce, agriculture, gardening,
and cooking. These schools are usually well equipped with
workshops for woodwork, metalwork, cooking, etc. On leaving
this school the pupils who wish to continue their education
may attend evening classes. These classes prepare them for
entering a college or a university.

The Secondary Technical School gives a general technical
education. It is attended by those pupils who are more mechani-
cally inclined (cknmomnbmi). The pupils have the opportunity to
try their hand at the machines in the workshops. More time
is given to such subjects as mathematics and science (ecre-
cTBeHHble HaykH). In other words, this school gives a good
foundation to work in the fields of industry and agriculture.

The Secondary Grammar school (kaaccuyeckas IIIKOAQ)
is attended by the pupils between the ages of eleven and six-
teen or eighteen. Some of them are state schools and some
are private or independent schools. Most of Grammar schools
have two sides: classical and modern ones. A classical side is
specializing in ancient languages (Greek and Latin), history
and philosophy; and a modern side is specializing in modern
languages, natural science and geography. The leavers of this
school receive the General Certificate of Education (arrecrar
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3peaoctH). On receiving this certificate a pupil may either leave
the school or continue his studies for another two years. These
years are called the «Sixth Form» and give the same certificate
but at the advanced level (mponBuHYTHIHE ypoBeHb). Among the
private schools there are some very old and famous ones,
such as Eton, Harrow, Rugby, etc. The fees at these schools
are rather high, so usually only rich parents send their chil-
dren there.

Comprehensive schools (equHas cpenHsia 11koaa) are state
schools which combine three types of schools: grammar school,
secondary modern school and technical school. The pupils
study there according to the general programme till the age of thir-
teen or fifteen. After that they have special courses depending
on their inclination. The number of comprehensive schools is
rather great and it is constantly growing.

Cambridge students' life

In two weeks I will finish my first year at Cambridge. Let
me tell you something about students' life and my impres-
sions of it. The students are mainly English, but there are
many others, particularly in the block of rooms in which I
live. My neighbours include a Chinese studying law, an Indi-
an studying English, a Canadian studying history and a
Frenchman studying science.

The rooms have a pleasant outlook over the College gar-
dens. There is a very small gas-stove on which we make coffee
or tea. It is a popular tradition here to invite friends in the af-
ternoon for tea and hot buttered toast and jam. To each room
there is a man-servant who with a woman-servant keep it
clean.

In the old days when Colleges were religious institutions
the students were clergymen, and their life was much more
strict and disciplined than now. Friendship with young ladies
was not allowed and the only women inside the college were
washerwomen. The legend tells that these women had to be
«old and ugly».

The students eat their meals in the College dining-hall.
At some Colleges there is an interesting tradition. It is known
as «sconcing» (mrrpadgonanue). If a student comes late to din-
ner or he is not correctly dressed, or if he breaks one of the
laws of behaviour, then the senior student orders him to be
«<sconcep.

A large silver cup of beer is brought and placed in front
of him. It is known as «sconce cup». He must drink it in one
attempt without taking the cup from his lips (it holds two and
a half pints, or 1,5 litres). If he can do it, then the senior stu-
dent pays for it. If not, the cup is passed round and the stu-
dent who has been «sconce» must pay for it.

In general the discipline is not strict. The students can
stay out till twelve o'clock. Each evening a Proctor with two
assistants, called «Bulldogs», walks about the town keeping
an eye on the students' behaviour. If he sees a student break-
ing a rule he will come up to him and say, «Are you a member
of the University, sir?» If a student runs away, then the "Bull-
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dogs" run after him. If they catch him (they are chosen, it is
said, because they are good runners), they fine him. Apart
from fines a student may be dismissed from the University for
one term.

Ernest rutherford

In 1861 gold was found in New Zealand and many foreign-
ers came to live there. Industry began to develop, the country
began to increase its export. Ernest Rutherford was born on
August 30, 1871, in New Zealand, in the family of English set-
tlers. Ernest's father earned his living by bridge building and
other construction work required in the country at that period.
At the same time he carried on small-scale farming.
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Little Ernest was the fourth child in the family. When
the boy was 6 he was sent to primary school. After finishing
primary school he went to the secondary school. He liked to
read at school very much. His favourite writer was Charles
Dickens. He also liked to make models of different machines.
He was particularly interested in watches and cameras, he
even constructed a camera himself. At school he was good at
physics, mathematics, English, French and Latin. He paid
much attention to chemistry too. Ernest became the best pu-
pil at school. At the age of 19 he finished school and entered
the New Zealand University.

At the University Ernest Rutherford was one of the most
talented students. He worked hard and took an active part in the
work of the Scientific Society of the University. But he was also
fond of sports and took part in the students' sport competitions.

At one of the meetings of the Scientific Society he made
his scientific report «The Evolution of Elements». At the same
time he began his research work. For his talented scientific
research he got a prize. After graduation Rutherford went to
Cambridge where he continued his investigations (uccaezno-
Bauus). Some years later Rutherford moved to Canada to con-
tinue his research work at the University in Montreal. Besides
his successful researches he also lectured a lot at the leading
Universities of the United States and England.

Rutherford's famous work is named «The Scattering of
Alpha and Beta Particles of Matter and the Structure of the
Atomp. It proved that after bombarding the atom the electrons
could be thrown off, and the nucleus itself could be broken.
In the process of splitting the nucleus matter was converted
into energy, which for the scientists of the 19th century
seemed unbelievable. This process has opened to Man a new
and enormous source of energy. The most important results
have been obtained by splitting the atom of uranium. At pre-
sent we are only at the beginning of the application of atomic
energy and all its possible uses for peaceful purposes in pow-
er engineering, medicine and agriculture.

Ernest Rutherford paid much attention to his young pu-
pils. After 1920 he did not make great discoveries in science,
but taught young scientists who worked in the field of atomic
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research work. Among his favourite pupils was Pyotr Kapitsa,
a famous Soviet physicist.

Ernest Rutherford died in the autumn of 1937 at the age
of 66, and was buried at Westminster Abbey not far from the
graves of [saac Newton, Charles Darwin and Michael Faraday.

TEXT 3B
Alfred Nobel — a man of contrasts

Alfred Nobel, the great Swedish inventor, was a man of many
contrasts. He was the son of a bankrupt, but became a millionaire; a
scientist who cared for literature; an industrialist who remained an
idealist. He made a fortune but lived a simple life; and although
cheerful in company he was often sad when he remained
alone. A lover of mankind, he never had a wife or family to love
him; a patriotic son of his native land, he died alone in a foreign
country. He invented a new explosive, dynamite, to improve the
peacetime industries of mining and road building, but saw that it
was used as a weapon of war to kill and injure people. During his
useful life he often felt he was useless. World-famous for his
works, he was never personally well-known. During all his life he
avoided publicity. He never expected any reward for what he
had done. He once said that he did not see that he had de-
served any fame and that he had no taste for it. However, since
his death, his name has brought fame and glory to others.

He was born in Stockholm in 1833 but moved to Russia with
his parents in 1842. His father Emmanuel Nobel invented the
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landmine (dyrac) and got plenty of money for it from govern-
ment orders during the Crimean War, but then, quite sud-
denly went bankrupt. In 1863 Alfred returned Sweden, began his
own study of explosives in his father's laboratory and then he in-
vented dynamite. It so occurred that he had never been to
school or University but had studied privately and, by the
time he was 20, was a skilful chemist and excellent linguist
speaking Swedish, Russian, German, French and English.
Like his father, Alfred Nobel was imaginative and inventive,
but he had better luck in business and showed more financial
sense. He built up over 80 companies in 20 different countries.

But Nobel was never really concerned about making money
or even making scientific discoveries. Seldom happy, he was al-
ways searching for a meaning to life, and from his youth had
taken a serious interest in literature and philosophy. Probably
because he could not find ordinary human love — he never mar-
ried — he decided to care about the whole mankind. Being very
generous, he took every opportunity to help the poor: he used to
say that he would rather take care of the stomachs of the living
than the glory of the dead in the form of stone memorials. His
greatest wish was to see an end to wars, and thus peace between
nations; and he spent much time and money working for the
cause until his death in Italy in 1896. In his famous will he left
money to provide prizes for outstanding work in many fields of sci-
ence and promotion of world peace. This will is a memorial to his
interests and ideals now. And so the man, who often believed
that he was useless and had done little to justify his life, is re-
membered and respected long after his death.

According to Nobel's will the capital was to be invested
to form a fund. The interest on this fund is to be distributed
annually in the form of prizes to those who, during the previ-
ous year, did the work of the greatest use to mankind in the
fields of physics, chemistry, physiology or medicine, econom-
ics, literature and to the person who has done the most for
brotherhood between nations, for the abolition or reduction of
permanent armies and for the organization and encourage-
ment of peace conferences. Nobel wrote in the will that the na-
tionality of the candidates didn’t matter and that the most
worthy should receive the prize. This will was written in Paris,
on November 27th, 1895. Since Nobel's death many outstanding
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scientists, writers and public figures from different countries have
become Nobel prize winners.

Norilsk is situated in the zone of permafrost in Taymyr tundra
on the 69th parallel. Norilsk was founded by a group of geolo-
gists with professor Urvantzev at the head. The population of
Norilsk is about 230 thousand citizens.

Norilsk is an industrial, cultural and scientific centre of
the Arctic. It is the town of miners, metallurgists, builders,
power specialists and transport workers. There are many
dressing factories and iron mines in Norilsk. It is famous for
non-ferrous metallurgy. Such metals as nickel, cobalt, copper
are produced in the town.

People say that Norilsk is Saint Petersburg in miniature.
There is the palace of culture, swimming pool, the «Arctica»
sports palace, beautiful squares in the city.

The residents of Norilsk are nature-lovers. They have
built many recreation areas not far from the city. They also
like trips to the lakes — Lama, Glubokoye, Melkoye, and oth-
ers. Skiing is very popular with them.

Taymyr is called the land of surprises, and it is true.
Norilsk is the pearl of this land. I'm proud of the town and of
the people who work and live here.

TEXT 4B
The intellectuals beyond the barbwire

Many people in modern Russia would like to return the
totalitarian system. The name of Joseph Stalin won the third
place in the voting of «The name of Russia» program. Now
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even in Norilsk one can hear talks about that during the Sta-
lin’s repressions people were punished only for crimes, there
was no innocent victims, «enemies of the people» deserved
their conviction.

Biography of Nicolay Mikhailovich Fedorovskiy is an ex-
ample of senselessness and inhumanity of camp system’s ex-
istence. Fedorovskiy became a member of communist party in
1904, was an active participant of 3 revolutions. He was a
world scientist. His teacher was an academician Vernadskiy,
Einstein admired the talent of Fedorovskiy. Nicolay Mikhailo-
vich took part in organization of two higher education estab-
lishments in Soviet Russia. He was an initiator of the first
Russian reserve’s opening. In 1937 at the age of 53 Fedo-
rovskiy was accused of counter-revolutionary activities and
was sentenced to 15 years’ imprisonment in camps. In all Fe-
dorovskiy spent 17 years in prisons and labour camps. For all
former services of the academician authorities gave him a
place bellow a place of a criminal.

The most difficult period of his imprisonment was the
work in Norillag. In Norilsk Fedorovskiy tried to devote him-
self to science, organized mineralogical room in the mining
and smelting technical school, wrote lectures on mineralogy
for students in poems. Scientific work, letters of recommen-
dations and encouragement for good work didn’t save Fedo-
rovskiy from penal servitude. He worked in a mountain con-
vict prison during 3 years. It finally undermined his health.
After the insult he was paralyzed for the right hand and leg,
he could not speak. After the imprisonment period’s finishing
Fedorovskiy was completely rehabilitated, all accusations
were taken down. He had many undeveloped ideas. He didn’t
overcome his illness and died from insult.

By the centenary of the academician the geological
community of the country has placed a memorial plaque on
the building of the Ilmenskiy reserve. A mineral was named in
honour of Fedorovskiy. However, the false accusations stroke
a great deal of his important services to the world science and
the science of our country out of the academician’s biog-
raphy. January 23th, 1987 a new Norilsk street was named
in honour of Nicolay Mikhailovich Fedorovskiy. Due to the ini-
tiative of Sergey Norilskiy a memorial plaque was placed on

the house Ne 1. Now the street is in a sad state. The opening
of the memorial complex on the building of the Norilsk Insti-
tute of Industry was at the 27t of December 1989.

The museum which was founded in the Norilsk technical
school by Fedorovskiy became one of the best museums in the
country with the lapse of time. Today the museum is a school
laboratory of the Institute. The collection of the museum has
3500 specimens of minerals from all the territory of the Former
Soviet Union. 500 specimens are exhibited on the windows,
there is not enough place. The museum lost its scope but saved
its uniqueness. Students continue to study there.

New York is a city where people speak all the languages of
the world and where they live on the ground, travel under the
ground and work in the sky.

New York makes a great impression on all visitors because
of its architecture: many high buildings, its theatres, museums and
hotels, its beautiful bridges, and its expensive shops with their
fabulous prices.

For transportation New York depends mainly on buses, the
subway, taxis and ferries. The buses are slow because of the
crowded streets. Whereas the subway train can go as fast as
railroad trains, sometimes stopping only at the most im-
portant stations.

New York moves vertically as well as horizontally. It takes
people by elevator to their offices on the fortieth, sixtieth, and
eightieth floor.

New York is the richest and the poorest, the most modern
and the most old-fashioned of cities. It is the home of expensive
hotels and cheap boarding houses, the home of symphonies and
popular jazz, of cathedrals and night clubs. Also the city is the
home of the famous Metropolitan Opera and the Metropolitan
Museum of Art; the home of most of the largest publishing
houses of the United States and the biggest newspapers. On
the Fifth Avenue there are many expensive stores of interna-
tional fame, but around the corner one may find little shops
with imitation diamonds and cheap souvenirs.

Architecture is the art which makes buildings beauti-
ful as well as useful. A man who designs buildings and
makes the plans for them is called an architect. He has to
think not only of appearance but also purpose of a future
building. He must not forget the sort of material to be used
in construction. This may be stone, brick, wood or steel
and concrete.

There have been many different styles or kinds of archi-
tecture in the past and there are many different styles today
in different parts of the world. The oldest monuments which
are met within architecture are the colossal pyramids of
Egypt. Most of them were constructed about 6.000 years ago.

The pyramids are large triangular buildings which were
placed over the tombs of Egyptian kings. The best known of
the pyramids are a group of three built at Giza south of Cairo.
The largest of pyramids is 482 feet high. They tell us of the
advanced civilization of ancient Egypt which is much spoken
about even in our days.

It was a country which had expert mathematicians and
engineers, where astronomy and philosophy were known. The
country was rich in hard and durable stone, but poor in tim-
ber and metal. That’s why the main material used for con-
struction was granite. This was the reason for the durability
of the pyramids.

Large blocks of stone were transported over long dis-
tances by land and water. They were placed into position with
the help of the most primitive equipment. The construction
was done by slaves working for thirty or forty years. All this
great amount of work was done, masses of material and a
large territory (sometimes of about 52.000 square meters)
were used only for protecting the body of a dead king and
constructing a dwelling place for his happy life in the «other
world».

Those who are romantic at heart always happily return
to the Czech Republic. This is because many places look like
they have been taken straight from a fairy tale. This means
beautiful countryside, but especially the historical towns with
their enchanting squares, Gothic castles and Renaissance
and Baroque chateaux, which there are more than 2,000 of in
the Czech Republic. If you then so desire, you can even hold
your own wedding in one of them. If you don’t want to get
married yet, but have a weakness for evening gowns and
suits, you can set out for one of the traditional balls in the
winter months.

Balls are an old tradition, which is also popular in to-
day’s fast times. Evening dress is essential here, and you may
gain the impression that time has stood still. Yet these are
not occasions only for the upper classes, but are attended by
a large section of the population. Balls are held by various
organisations and schools and also include a cultural pro-
gramme including preliminary dancing of standard and Latin-
American dances as well as a tombola.

Romance from ancient history is one way we could de-
scribe the feudal residences in the Czech Republic. Hardly
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anywhere would you find as many open to the public as here.
Castles and chateaux with period decoration could be one of
the most intense experiences from a visit to Central Europe.
All periods are architecturally represented, ranging from the
Gothic right through to the last reconstruction work at the
start of the 20th century.

Many of the castles have not been preserved until pre-
sent times. The dramatic ruins of these remain in the moun-
tains and on the hills, which have nowadays become great
destinations for hiking or cycling trips.
